We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Spices Board, Kochi (Board) as at 31 March
2018, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended 31
March 2018 on that date under Section 19 (2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General's (Duties,
Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with Section 24 of the Spices Board Act,
1986. These financial statements include the accounts of units/ branches of the Board. These
financial statements are the responsibility of the Board’s management. Our responsibility is to

express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

I

This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of
India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the
best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules and Regulations (Propriety
and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc.. if any are reported through
Inspection Reports/ CAG's Audit Reports separately.

We have conducted our audit in accordance with standards on auditing generally accepted in

L]

India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes
examining, on a test basis. evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial
statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant
estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial
statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

(i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, except referred to elsewhere in the
report, which to the best of our knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our
audit;

(ii) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt
with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry of Finance,
Government of India.

(iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records except Asset Register
have been maintained by the Board as required under Section 24 of the Spices Board Act,
1986 read with rule 18(1) of the Spices Board Rules, 1987 in so far as it appcars from our

examination of such books.

Contrary to the provisions of Indian Accounting Standard (Ind AS) 19
issued by Institute of Charted Accountants of India, the Board did not
carry out actuarial valuation for retirement benefits of employees as on
31 March 2018. The Board has conducted actuarial valuation during
2015-16 as per which the actuarial liability was valued at ¥ 226.23
crore as against which the provision was for only ¥ 168.84 crore as on
31 March 2018.

2.3  Investments-Others (Schedule 10) - ¥ 3.02 crore
2.3.1 The above is overstated by ¥ 2.00 crore due to non-accounting of the
loss under equily participation scheme and classification of fund
balance with North Eastern Development Finance Corporation Limited
(NEDFI) under Investments instead of advances. This has resulted in
understatement of ‘Excess o' Expenditure over Income’ by ¥ 1.33
crore and Advances by T 0.67 crore.

1.1.2 The above is understated by ¥ 0.06 crore due to non-accounting of
Interest accrued on fixed deposits opened for obtaining Letter of
Credits. This has also resulted in understatement of Current Assets-
Income accrued by the same amount.
C. GENERAL
1. Significant Accounting Policies (Schedule 606)
As per signilicanl accounting policy the carrying amount of assets needs to be
reviewed to ascertain impairment loss, if any, as on balance sheet date and that the
amount recoverable against the assets is higher than the carrying amount of each
assets as on valuation date. The Board has not conducted any such review.nfassets..
for impairment loss.
2. Contingent Liabilities and Notes on Accounts (Schedule 67)
The Board had not disclosed the fact that two arbitration cases were awarded against

the Board and an appeal had been filed.

D. Grants-in-Aid

Unutilized grants carried forward from previous year 2017-18 was Nil. During the
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year grants amounting to < 97 crore was received from Government of India, out of

which an amount of ¥ 6.04 crore was refunded to Government of India due to non-
utilization and the balance amount of ¥ 90.96 crore was utilized fully. The Board has
not disclosed the fact of surrender of grant of T 6.04 in the Notes to Accounts.

(v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs. we report that the Balance Sheet,
Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this report
are in agreement with the books of accounts.

(vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to
us, the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on
Accounts, and subjcct to the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned in
Annexure - I to this Audit Report gives a true and fair View in conformity with accounting
principles generally accepted in India:

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SCHEDULE -66 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION
The Board generally follows accrual basis of accounting in the preparation of Income and Expenditure Account

and Balance Sheet except for arrears of pay, DA if any, leave encashment, retirement benefits etc whic are
considered not material and are accounted on cash basis. The financial statements are prepared on the basis
of historical cost convention.

2. EARMARKED FUND FOR MAINTENANCE OF QUALITY STANDARD IN EXPORT OF SPICES

The Board has already set up Quality Evaluation Labs (QEL) at Cochin, Mumbai, Guntur, Narela in Delhi,
Tuticorin and Chennai with the sole objective of maintaining quality standard in export of Spices. The Board is
also in the process of setting up QEL in Kolkatta and Kandla in Gujarat. The Board collects Analytical Charge
from exporters’ and utilize a part of the amount for quality up-gradation, harmonisation of international
standards in spices and for benchmarking of our procedures with Global Standards. The Board also does export
promotional activities including publicity, branding, marketing, highlighting the supreme quality of Indian
Spices and Spice House Certification. In order to meet the objective, the Board has earmarked an amount of
Rs.2 crore out of Analytical Charge received during the year 2017-18.

3. EARMARKED FUND FOR MAINTENANCE OF INFRASTRUCTURE OF SPICE PARKS
The Board has already set up Spices Park at Chhindwara in Madhya Pradesh, Puttady in  Kerala, Jodhpur in

Rajasthan, Guna in Madhya Pradesh, Sivagangai in Tamil Nadu, Guntur in Andhra Pradesh Kota in Rajasthan and
Raibareli in Uttar Pradesh with the object of providing common infrastructure facilities for both post harvest
and processing operation of spices close to the producing areas on par with international standards. The
expenditure on setting up of Spices Park referred to above is financed out of both Plan Funds and assistance
from ASIDE which will not be sufficient for the purpose. Substantial amount is required for the maintenance of
Spices Park as well. Hence income received from the functional Spices Parks in the form of development
charge/lease amount and User Fee amounting to Rs.0.29 crore has been earmarked for the
completion/maintenance of Spices Parks.

4. EARMARKED FUND FOR SPICES BOARD EMPLOYEES’PENSION FUND
The Principal Director Commercial Audit (PDCA) observed the material impact of Rs.111.69 crore due to non-

provision of liabilities in respect of employees by Spices Board towards pension, gratuity and leave encashment
while considering the Audit Report of the Board for the year 2013-14. Accordingly the Board had to produce
before the PDCA, a letter of Comfort from the Ministry to the effect that necessary provision for meeting the
pensionary liabilities in respect of the retiring/retired employees will be made during the respective years as
part of the approved budget of the Board as and when decided in consultation with the Department of
Expenditure, Ministry of Finance.

In these circumstance, the Board considers it appropriate that a Pension Fund be set up for the employees to
meet this objective. Accordingly the LIC of India has been entrusted to make an actuarial valuation of the
Board’s pensionary liabilities as on 31.03.2016 as a preliminary step in this regard. The actuary valuation from
LIC of India as on 31.03.2016 was Rs.226.23 Crore(Rs.195.93 Crore for Pension,Rs.18.1 Crore for Gratuity and
Rs.12.2 Crore for Leave Encashment)

In order to meet the Board’s liability towards retirement benefits, out of Analytical Charge Received by the
Board for the year 2017-18 an amount of Rs.10 crore is earmarked for the year 2017-18 as done in 2016-17
towards Spices Board Employees’ Pension Fund, . This process will be continued till the required amount is
generated or the same is received from the Ministry by way of Budgetary release or otherwise. The Earmarked
amount so made has been deposited in Term Deposit with Nationalised Banks.
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5. INVENTORY VALUATION

As per AS-2, issued by the ICAIl, Inventories are valued at cost or net realizable value whichever is lower. The
closing stock of inventory as at 31-03-2018 is Rs 6873011/- which include Cardamom, Coffee, Pepper and
Chemicals

6. INVESTMENTS

Complying with AS 13 issued by ICAI, investments are classified as "long term investments" and "current
investments" where ever applicable. Long term investments are carried at cost. Current investments are
carried at lower of cost and fair value.

7. FIXED ASSETS

6.1 Fixed assests are stated at cost of acquision inclusive of inward freight, duties, taxes, direct expenses and
expenses related to acquisition.

6.2 The cost of fixed assets acquired during the year has been met out of the grant from the Government of
India.

8. CAPITAL WORK-IN-PROGRESS
Capital Work-in-Progress as at 31.03.2018 is Rs.142.77 Crores which represents works in relation to
infrastructure facilities for Spices Park and Quality Evaluation cum Training Centres.

9. DEPRECIATION

With effect from 01.04.2008 Board has charged depreciation on its fixed assets at the rates mentioned in the
Income Tax Rules. This is done in line with the Accounting Standard( AS-6) issued by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India. Depreciation on all assets is provided on Written Down Value (WDV) method.

Depreciation with respect to additions to assets made during the year which are put to use for less than 180
days have been provided at half of the applicable rates

10. FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSACTIONS
Transactions denominated in foreign currency are accounted at the exchange rate prevailing at the date of
such transactions, complying with AS-11 issued by the ICAI

11. REVENUE RECOGNITION

a) Grant in aid and subsidies: The programmes of the Board under plan are financed through grants-in-aid and
subsidies from the Govt. of India. This is made through the approval of the annual budget submitted by the
Board to the Government.

(b) Internal and Extra Budgetary Resources - Major source of the receipts are analytical charges of spices
samples, sale proceeds of seedlings, farm produces, subscription received on magazines/periodicals,

registration fees collected from exporters and development charges, user fee and lease rent received from
Spice Parks etc.

12. GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES

11.1 Government grants/subsidy are accounted on realization basis.

11.2 Government grants are treated under both Capital approach and income approach wherever applicable
complying with AS-12 issued by ICAI.

13. RETIREMENT BENEFITS
The provision towards retirement benefits of employees’ viz. Gratuity, Pension Commutation, provision for

accumulated leave encashment benefits are made in the accounts for the current year as per Actuarial
valuation done by LIC of India during 2015-16. The employee benefits as per valuation Report comes to
Rs.226.23 crore, out of which the Board has already provided Rs.111.45 crore till 31.03.2016. An amount of
Rs.28.69 crore is provided for in the FY 2017-18 as per details given below:

14. FUNDS RECEIVED FROM OUTSIDE AGENCIES

The funds received under Schemes of ASIDE/outside agencies are operated through a Nationalized Bank’s
account. The funds received under one scheme may not be sufficient for meeting the proposed expenditure of
that scheme, funds of the Board are utilized in these cases to meet the deficiency. The funding under
ASIDE/outside agencies are for specific periods unlike the Plan/Non-plan funds released by the Government of
India. As such, for practical conveniences the accounts of the Board funds and scheme funds are maintained
together.

15. ADDITION TO FIXED ASSETS — PLAN FUND (TRANSFER TO CORPUS FUND)
The Grant received by the Board are general purpose Grants. The Grants are received for implementing

various schemes/programmes of the Board. The Funds are also used for setting up or acquiring Fixed Assets to
provide infrastructure facilities to the farmers and exporters. The operating expenses of the Board are also
met from these Funds. The amount of Rs.6.13 Crore added to the corpus fund is the addition to Fixed Assets
made during the year from Plan and Non Plan Funds. As the Grants are not specifically meant for acquisition of
Fixed Assets, the deduction of the Grant amount from asset value or treating it as deferred revenue do not
arise.

16. IMPAIRMENT OF ASSETS
As on the Balance Sheet date, the Board has assessed the recoverable value of Assets in line with the AS -28

issued by ICAIL The carrying amount of the assets was reviewed to ascertain impairment loss, if any, as on
Balance Sheet date. The amount recoverable against the assets is higher than the carrying amount of each of
the assets as on the valuation date. As such Board has not provided for any impairment losses in the financial
statements.

17. STATUTORY PROVISIONS
The Statutory dues as at 31.03.2018, Sales tax/VAT/WCT Rs.2376382.00, WWF Rs.1231346.00 are provided for
in the accounts.

19. DEPOSITS MADE OUT OF EXTERNALLY FUNDED / ASIDE SCHEMES
Balance with banks in Deposit accounts as at 31-03-2018 as stated in the financial statements amounting to

Rs.88.53 crores is inclusive of Deposits made out of Externally Funded / ASIDE schemes amoutning to Rs. 71.40
crores.

As the bank account and other details of the cardamom growers who were in need of
financial help was not readily available with CDF and hence it was decided to route the amount through Spice Board’s
Bank account, as the Board is having the data base of cardamom growers. But the Fund routed through the Board’s Bank
account for Rs.7.21 crores was not been accounted as payable during the last year due to over sight, which now been
rectified. The net financial effect of this transaction in the bank account is nil.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with standards on auditing generally

accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the
amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the
accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit
provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

(1) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of
our knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

(i)  The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved
by the Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

(iii)  In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been

maintained by the Board as required under Section 23 of the Spices Board Act,



1986 read with rule 18(1) of the Spices Board Rules, 1987 in so far as it
appears from our examination of such books.
(iv)  We further report that:
A. Balance Sheet
1. Liabilities
1.1  Corpus/ Capital Fund & Liabilities
Current Liabilities and Provisions: ¥ 207.04 crore

Above is understated by ¥ 1.54 crore due to non-provisioning towards revenue expenditure

valuation for retirement benefits of employees as on 31 March 2019. The Board has

conducted actuarial valuation during 2015-16 as per which the actuarial liability was valued
at ¥ 226.23 crore as against which the provision was for only ¥ 197.54 crore as on 31 March

2019.

The comment was also raised in the SAR for the years 2016-17 and 2017-18, however,
no corrective action taken by the Board.

1.3 Corpus/ Capital Fund & Liabilities
Earmarked/Endowment Funds: T 229.77 crore
Pension Liabilities: ¥ 51.19 crore

Above is understated by T 4.78 crore due to accounting of interest earned (X 2.94 crore) and
Interest accrued (X 1.84 crore) on the Funds as income in the Income and Expenditure
Account instead of crediting the same to the Fund under the head ‘Income from investments
made on account of funds’. This has resulted in understatement of Earmarked/Endowment
Funds and excess of expenditure over income by ¥ 4.78 crore.

2. Assets
2.1 Fixed Assets less Depreciation: ¥ 220.86 crore

Above is overstated by ¥ 0.86 crore due to inclusion of expenditure incurred towards
procurement of Aflatest P Columns, which is a consumable item and needs to be charged to
Income and Expenditure account. This has resulted in overstatement of Fixed Assets with

corresponding understatement of excess of expenditure over income by ¥ 0.86 crore.



2.2 Investments - Others: ¥ 2.77 crore

Equity Fund Contribution: ¥ 2 crore
The above is overstated by ¥ 2.00 crore due to non-accounting of the loss under equity

participation scheme and classification of fund balance with North Eastern Development

Finance Corporation Limited (NEDFI) under Investments instead of advances. This has
resulted in understatement of excess of expenditure over income by ¥ 1.33 crore and
Advances by ¥ 0.67 crore.

B. General
1.1 Land : ¥ 12.15 crore

As per the Uniform Format of Accounts, freehold and leasehold needs to be shown separately
under the major head ‘land’. However, the same is not being followed by the Board.

1.2 Contingent Liabilities and Notes on Accounts

The fact that the Board has a wholly owned subsidiary i.e. Flavourit Spices Trading Limited
has not been disclosed, as per the requirements of AS -18.

1.3  Significant Accounting Policies
Impairment of Assets

Since the Board has not conducted any review of assets for impairment loss. The statement
that ‘As on the Balance Sheet date, the Board has assessed the Recoverable value of Assets in
line with AS - 28 issued hy ICAL is factually incorrect.

D. Grants-in-aid

Unutilised grants (excluding Internal and Extra Budgetary Resource) carried forward from
previous year 2017-18 was nil. During the year, grants amounting to I 90.93 crore was
received from Government of India out of which an amount of ¥ 87.97 crore was utilized. An
amount of ¥ 2.96 crore was refunded to Government of India as unutilized grant leaving a

balance of Rs. nil at the end of the year.

(v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the
Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with

by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

(vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations

given to us, the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and

SCHEDULE - 66 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

The Board generally follows accrual basis of accounting in the preparation of Income and Expenditure Account and
Balance Sheet except for arrears of pay, DA if any, leave encashment, retirement benefits etc which are accounted on
cash basis. The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention.

2. EARMARKED FUND FOR MAINTENANCE OF QUALITY STANDARD IN EXPORT OF SPICES

The Board has already set up Quality Evaluation Labs (QEL) at Cochin, Mumbai, Guntur, Narela in Delhi, Tuticorin
,Chennai and Kandla in Gujarat with the sole objective of maintaining quality standard in export of Spices. The Board
is also in the process of setting up QEL in Kolkata. The Board collects Analytical Charge from exporters' and utilize a
part of the amount for quality up-gradation, harmonisation of international standards in spices and for benchmarking
of our procedures with Global Standards. The Board also does export promotional activities including publicity,
branding, marketing, highlighting the supreme quality of Indian Spices and Spice House Certification. In order to
meet the objective, the Board has earmarked an amount of Rs.2 crore out of Analytical Charge received during the
year 2018-19.

3. EARMARKED FUND FOR MAINTENANCE OF INFRASTRUCTURE OF SPICE PARKS

The Board has already set up Spices Park at Chhindwara in Madhya Pradesh, Puttady in  Kerala, Jodhpur in
Rajasthan, Guna in Madhya Pradesh, Sivagangai in Tamil Nadu, Guntur in Andhra Pradesh, Kota in Rajasthan and
Raibareli in Uttar Pradesh with the object of providing common infrastructure facilities for both post-harvest and
processing operation of spices close to the producing areas on par with internationalstandards. The expenditure on
setting up of Spices Park referred to above is financed out of both Plan Funds and assistance from ASIDE which will
not be sufficient for the purpose. Substantial amount is required for the maintenance of Spices Park as well. Hence
income received from the functional Spices Parks in the form of development charge/lease amount and User Fee
amounting to Rs.1.03 crore has been earmarked for the completion/maintenance of Spices Parks.

4. EARMARKED FUND FOR SPICES BOARD EMPLOYEES' PENSION FUND

The Principal Director Commercial Audit (PDCA) observed the material impact of Rs.111.69 crore due to non-
provision of liabilities in respect of employees by Spices Board towards pension, gratuity and leave encashment while
considering the Audit Report of the Board for the year 2013 -14. Accordingly the Board had to produce before the
PDCA, a letter of Comfort from the Ministry to the effect that necessary provision for meeting the pensionary
liabilities in respect of the retiring/retired employees will be made during the respective years as part of the approved
budget of the Board as and when decided in consultation with the Department of Expenditure, Ministry of
Finance.

In these circumstance, the Board considers it appropriate that a Pension Fund be set up for the employees to meet this
objective. Accordingly the LIC of India has been entrusted to make an actuarial valuation of the Board's pensionary
liabilities as on 31.03.2016 as a preliminary step in this regard. The actuarial valuation from LIC of India as on
31.03.2016 was Rs.226.23 Crore (Rs.195.93 Crore for Pension, Rs.18.1 Crore for Gratuity and Rs.12.2 Crore for
Leave Encashment)

In order to meet the Board's liability towards retirement benefits, out of Analytical Charges received by the Board for
the year 2018-19, an amount of Rs.10 crore is earmarked for the year 2018-19 as done in the previous yearstowards
Spices Board Employees' Pension Fund, . This process will be continued till the required amount is generated or the
same is received from the Ministry by way of Budgetary release or otherwise. The Earmarked amount so made has
been deposited in Term Deposit with Nationalised Banks.

5. INVENTORY VALUATION

As per Accounting Standard-2, Valuation of Inventories issued by the ICAI, Inventories are valued at cost or net
realizable value whichever is lower. The closing stock of inventory as at 31-03-2019 is Rs.1,18,94,159/- which
include Cardamom, Coffee, Pepper and Chemicals.

6. INVESTMENTS
Investments are classified as "long term investments" and "current investments" where ever applicable. Long term
investments are carried at cost. Current investments are carried at lower of cost and fair value.

7. FIXED ASSETS
7.1. Fixedassets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties, taxes, direct expenses and
expenses related to acquisition.
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7.2. The cost of fixed assets acquired during the year has been met out of the grant from the Government ofIndia.

8. CAPITAL WORK-IN-PROGRESS
Capital Work-in-Progress as on 31.03.2019 is Rs.2.39 Crores which represents works in relation to
infrastructure facilities for Spices Park and Quality Evaluation cum Training Centres.

9. DEPRECIATION

With effect from 01.04.2008 Board has charged depreciation on its fixed assets at the rates mentioned in the Income
Tax Rules. Depreciation on all assets is provided on Written Down Value (WDV) method. Depreciation with
respect to additions to assets made during the year which are put to use for less than 180 days have been provided at
half of the applicable rates.

10. FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSACTIONS
Transactions denominated in foreign currency are accounted at the exchange rate prevailing at the date of such
transactions, complying with AS-11 issued by the ICAL

11. REVENUE RECOGNITION

(a) Grant in aid and subsidies: The programmes of the Board under plan are financed through grants-in-aid and
subsidies from the Govt. of India. This is made through the approval of the annual budget submitted by the Board to
the Government.

(b) Internal and Extra Budgetary Resources - Major source of the receipts are analytical charges of spice samples,
sale proceeds of farm produces, subscription received on magazines/periodicals, registration fees collected from
exporters and development charges, user fee and lease rent received from Spice Parks etc. These are recognised on
accrual basis.

12. GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES

12.1. Government grants/subsidy are accounted on realization basis.

12.2. Government grants are treated under both Capital approach and incomeapproach wherever applicable
complying with AS-12 issued by ICAIL

13. RETIREMENT BENEFITS

The provision towards retirement benefits of employees' viz. Gratuity, Pension Commutation, provision for
accumulated leave encashment benefits are made in the accounts for the current year as per Actuarial valuation done
by LIC of India during 2015-16. The employee benefits as per valuation Report comes to Rs.226.23 crore, out of
which the Board has already provided Rs.168.84 crore till 31.03.2018. An amount of Rs.28.69 crore is provided for in
the FY 2018-19 as per the details given below:

14. FUNDS RECEIVED FROM OUTSIDE AGENCIES

The funds received under Schemes of ASIDE/outside agencies are operated through a Nationalized Bank's account.
The funds received under one scheme may not be sufficient for meeting the proposed expenditure of that scheme.
Funds of the Board are utilized in these cases to meet the deficiency. The funding under ASIDE/outside agencies are
for specific periods unlike the Plan/Non-plan funds released by the Government of India. As such, for practical
conveniences the accounts of the Board funds and scheme funds are maintained together.

15. ADDITION TO FIXED ASSETS - PLAN FUND (TRANSFER TO CORPUS FUND)

The Grant received by the Board are general purpose Grants. The Grants are received for implementing various
schemes/programmes of the Board. The Funds are also used for setting up or acquiring Fixed Assets to provide
infrastructure facilities to the farmers and exporters. The operating expenses of the Board are also met from these
Funds. The amount of Rs.3.16 Crore added to the corpus fund is the addition to Fixed Assets made during the year
from Plan and Non Plan Funds. As the Grants are not specifically meant for acquisition of Fixed Assets, the deduction
of the Grant amount from asset value or treating it as deferred revenue do not arise.
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16. IMPAIRMENT OF ASSETS
As on the Balance Sheet date, the Board has assessed the recoverable value of Assets in line with the AS -28 issued
by ICAIL The carrying amount of the assets was reviewed to ascertain impairment loss, if any, as on Balance Sheet
date. The amount recoverable against the assets is higher than the carrying amount of each of the assets as on the
valuation date.As such Board has not provided for any impairment losses in the financial statements.
