
India is the leading producer, consumer and exporter of Turmeric and its value-added products in the world. During 2024-
25, India exported 176325 tons of turmeric valued at 341.54 million USD contributing around 67% in volume and 66% in 
dollar terms of value of global export of turmeric.

Also, India accounts for around 70-80% of the total turmeric production in the World, with Maharashtra, Telangana, Tamil 
Nadu, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, etc. being the major turmeric producing states.

With a view to promoting the export of turmeric and its value-added products, the Spices Board India and the National 
Turmeric Board are jointly organizing a Buyer-Seller Meet focused on turmeric at Hotel Shawn Elizey, Jabalpur, Madhya 
Pradesh, on 27 September 2025.

The BSM, would provide a platform for strengthening market linkage of the farmers / suppliers of spices from the region 
with exporters from various parts of India, as well as to disseminate information on the latest developments in the spices 
sector.
